
Sol LeWitt Wall Drawing Stop Motion Animation: 

1. Distribute paper and writing utensils; explain that LeWitt’s “canvas” for this wall drawing is the wall. For this activity’s purposes, the “canvas” will be a piece of paper.

2. Write on the board, “Wall Drawing #46: Vertical lines, not straight, not touch- ing, covering the wall evenly.”

3. Using a piece of paper and a pencil, ask the class to follow the directions as stated in Wall Drawing #46’s subtitle: “Vertical lines, not straight, not touching, covering the wall evenly.”

4. Remind the class that instead of “covering the wall evenly”, they will be cover- ing the paper evenly.

6. Once everyone has completed the drawing, compare and contrast compositions.
7. The final step is to allow students to work in teams at a chalk board or white board in the class demonstrating their mastery of LeWitt’s wall drawing rules and their knowledge of composition.
8. Instruct students after every series of marks there are to step clear of a camera and the camera should document the evolution of the board from a clean board without any marks to a board full of marks. 
9.  Once the boards are full of marks students should create an mark making technique to erase the boards in the same manner they put the marks on the board. 
10.  The final step should be also be documented by photographing each stage of the erasing.
11. Once the boards have been completely erased, take photos using a movie creating program create the stop motion animated movie.
